This year Ohio reached an all-time high, as observed safety belt usage in Ohio increased to 82%. The hard work of law enforcement, Safe Communities Coalitions, first responders, hospitals, and schools has been credited for coordinating this effort.

The Ohio State Highway Patrol’s Ravenna Post is working hard to ensure the success our Partners for Safety efforts. The Ohio State Highway Patrol is partnering with Safe Communities, which is made up of representatives from both the public and private sector, to increase awareness of the importance of wearing a safety belt. As part of a new Partners for Safety initiative, we are working to create a calendar for the 2007 calendar year with the help of creative local students. Below is an overview of the program:

What is it?

This program gives your 4th grade student the opportunity to promote the importance of safety belt usage within his or her community.

How many winners will there be?

There will be one winner chosen from each of the 11 school districts. Each winner’s artwork will represent one month of the calendar year. The 12th month will be represented by a photograph of all the winners with an Ohio State Highway Patrol officer and a patrol vehicle.

How will winners be selected?

A committee from Safe Communities will select a winner from each district.

What is the application process?

You will need to fill out the attached application and send it with the student’s artwork to Calendar Contest c/o Lt. Michael Marucci, Ohio State Highway Patrol, 6259 State Route 14, Ravenna, Ohio, 44266.  If your child is chosen as the winner form your school district then you will be asked to sign a waiver that allows the Ohio State Highway Patrol to use your child’s name, photo and artwork in the calendar. The deadline for submissions is November 30, 2006.
