The suspect agreed to assist authorities 
in making a controlled buy at a known drug 
trafficking location in the area. The MCSO, 
OSHP, and the Prosecutor’s Office were able to 
obtain search warrants for the residence. Upon 
execution, information was obtained about 
another house on the same road that was 
suspected of narcotic’s trafficking. In total, 15 
lbs of marijuana and $105,000 was seized from 
the residences.

CRASHES INVOLVING IMPAIRED AT-FAULT DRIVERS
From 2005-2007 there were 50,443 OVI-related crashes on Ohio roads, including 1,392 fatal and 21,458 injury 
crashes.
Two-thirds (67%) of at-fault drivers in OVI crashes were between 21 and 45 years of age; drivers 20 years old and 
below were at fault in in ten percent of OVI crashes. Speeding was the cause in over half (58%) of the crashes.

OVI ARRESTS by OSHP
From 2005-2007 OSHP troopers made a total of 75,182 arrests of impaired drivers. Of these, one-quarter 
(18,602/25%) included safety belt violations; 16,345 (22%) included speeding violations; and one in five 
(15,274/20%) involved violations for driving without a valid driver license.
Impaired driving arrests ranged by county. Franklin County had the most from 2005 to 2007 (3,139), followed by 
Lorain (2,248), Stark (2,203), Lucas (2,043),  and Clermont (2,001).
Nearly two-thirds (65%) of OVI arrests occurred between midnight and 4:00 a.m.; half (50%) of all OVI arrests were 
made between 5:00 p.m. Friday and 5:00 a.m. Sunday. The majority (77%) of OVI offenders were males.

There have been 1,198 crashes involving impaired drivers thus far in 2008, including 75 fatal and 887 injury crashes.
From January through April 2008, OSHP officers have made 8,088 impaired driving arrests.
